This brochure describes the benefits of Blue Shield of California Access+ under our contract (CS2639) with the Office of Personnel
Management (OPM), as authorized by the Federal Employees Health Benefitslaw. Thisbrochureisthe official statement of benefits.
No oral statement can modify or otherwise affect the benefits, limitations, and exclusions of this brochure.

A person enrolled in this plan is entitled to the benefits described in this brochure. If you are enrolled for Self and Family coverage,
each eligible family member is also entitled to these benefits. Y ou do not have aright to benefits that were avail able before January 1,
2002, unless those benefits are also shown in this brochure.

OPM negotiates benefits and rates with each plan annually. Benefit changes are effective January 1, 2002, and changes are
summarized on page 8. Rates are shown at the end of this brochure.

Plain Language

Y our agency may also take
administrative action against you.
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Section 1. Facts about thisHM O plan

This plan is a health maintenance organization (HMO). We require you to see specific physicians, hospitals, and other providers that
contract with us. These plan providers coordinate your health care services.

HM Os emphasi ze preventive care such as routine office visits, physical exams, well-baby care, and immunizations, in addition to
treatment for illness and injury. Our providers follow generally accepted medical practice when prescribing any course of treatment.

When you receive services from plan providers, you will not have to submit claim forms except for your annual eye exam. Y ou only
pay the copayments and coinsurance described in this brochure. When you receive emergency services from non-plan providers, you
may have to submit claim forms.,

Y ou should join an HM O because you prefer the plan’s benefits, not because a particular provider is available. Y ou cannot change

plans because a provider leaves our plan. We cannot guarantee that any one physician, hospital, or other provider will be available
and/or remain under contract with us.

How we pay providers

We contract with physicians, medical groups, and hospitals to provide the benefitsin this brochure. These plan providers accept a
negotiated payment from us, and you will only be responsible for your copayments or coinsurance.

Your Rights

OPM requires that all FEHB Plans provide certain information to their FEHB members. Y ou may get information about your health
plan, its networks, providers, and facilities. OPM’s FEHB website (www.opm.gov/insure) lists the specific types of information that
we must make available to you. Some of the required information is listed below.

Corporate Form — Blue Shield of Californiais a not-for-profit corporation that was founded in 1939.

Fiscal Solvency — Blue Shield of California meets or exceeds California Department of Managed Health Care standards for
fiscal solvency, confidentiality of medical records and transfer of medical records.

“Gag Clauses’ — A*gag clause” iswhen a physician does not disclose all treatment options based on cost considerations.

Y ou have the right to have a clear understanding of the medical condition and any proposed appropriate
necessary treatment alternatives, including available success/outcomes information, regardless of cost or
benefit coverage, so you can make an informed decision before receiving treatment.
Medical Records Access+ members have the right, both under state law and Blue Shield of California policy, to review,
summarize and copy their own medical records. Members can request and will receive amendmentsto their
medical records asthey are made.

State Licensing Access+ has been licensed by the State of Californiasince 1978.

Ordinarily, you must get your care from providers who contract with us. If you receive care outside our service area, we will normally
pay only for emergency or urgent care. We will not pay for any other health care service, except those that are specifically listed on
page 34 under the heading “Medical Care for Vacations, Business Travel and College Students.”

If you or a covered family member move outside the service area, you can enroll in another plan. If your dependents live out of the
area (for example, if your child goesto college in another state), you should consider enrolling in afee-for-service plan or an HMO
like ours that has agreements with affiliates in other states. See page 34 for details about our HMO Medical care available for
vacations, business travel and college students coverage. If you or afamily member move, you do not have to wait until Open Season
to change plans. Contact your employing or retirement office.

Do not rely on these change descriptions; this page isnot an official statement of benefits. For that, go to Section 5, Benefits. Also, we
edited and clarified language throughout the brochure; any language change not shown hereis a clarification that does not change
benefits.

Program-wide changes
We changed the address for sending disputed claimsto OPM. (Section 8)

Changesto thisPlan

Y our share of the hon-Postal premium will increase by 24.3% for Self Only or 24.3% for Self and Family.
The following counties are no longer a part of our service area: Napa, Shasta and San L uis Obispo.

We no longer limit total blood cholesterol tests to certain age groups. (Section 5(a))

We now cover routine screening for chlamydial infection. (Section 5(a))

We now cover certain intestinal transplants. (Section 5(b))

The copayments for prescription drugs have changed. Members can now obtain non-formulary drugs for $25 per retail plan
pharmacy prescription/ $50 per plan mail service prescription. The charge for ageneric formulary retail plan pharmacy
prescription has been reduced from $6 per prescription to $5 per prescription. Other copayment changes are: $10 per brand
name formulary plan pharmacy prescriptions; $10 per generic formulary plan mail service prescription; and $20 per brand
name formulary plan mail service prescription. Asbefore, ageneric equivalent will be dispensed if it is available, unless
your physician specifically requires a brand name. If you receive abrand name drug when a federally-approved generic
drug isavailable and your physician has not specified “ Dispense as Written” for the brand name drug, you will pay the
differencein the cost between the brand name drug and the generic plus the appropriate copayment.

Smoking cessation medications requiring a prescription are covered at the appropriate prescription copayment but are
limited to one 12-week course of treatment per calendar year.

We have clarified that the coordination of benefits provision does not apply to the Prescription Drug Benefit.
We have clarified that treatment of damage to natural teeth caused solely by an accidental injury is covered.

We have clarified that a member can self-refer for mental health and substance abuse care using the Access+ feature as long
asthe specialist isan USBHPC provider.

We have also clarified that OB/GY N services obtained within the sasme Medical Group/IPA asthe primary care physician;
services for which the Medical Group or 1PA routinely allows the Member to self-refer without authorization from the
primary care physician; and internet consultants are not covered Access+ visits. (Section 5(g))

We have clarified that home testing devices are not covered except as specifically listed in the covered section.

2002 Access+

We will send you an identification (ID) card when you enroll. Y ou should carry your ID
card with you at all times. Y ou must show it whenever you receive services from a plan
provider, or fill aprescription at a plan pharmacy. Until you receive your ID card, use
your copy of the Health Benefits Election Form, SF-2809, your health benefits
enrollment confirmation (for annuitants), or your Employee Express confirmation | etter.

If you do not receive your 1D card within 30 days after the effective date of your
enrollment, or if you need replacement cards, call us at 800-334-5847.

Y ou get care from “plan providers’ and “plan facilities.” You will only pay copayments
and/or coinsurance, and you will not haveto file claims, except for your annual eye
examination.

Plan providers are physicians and other health care professionalsin our service areathat
we contract with to provide covered servicesto our members. All plan providers are
credentialed, according to national standards.

We list plan providersin the provider directory, which we update periodically. Thelistis
also on our website, http://www.mylifepath.com.

Plan facilities are hospitals and other facilitiesin our service areathat we contract with to
provide covered servicesto our members. We list thesein the provider directory, which
we update periodically. Thelist isalso on our website, http://www.mylifepath.com

It depends on the type of care you need. First, you and each family member must choose
aprimary care physician. Thisdecision isimportant since your primary care physician
provides or arranges for most of your health care. Y ou must complete a Primary Care
Physician Selection Form.

Y our primary care physician can be ageneral practitioner, family practitioner, internist,
pediatrician, or an OB/GYN. Your primary care physician will provide most of your
health care, or give you areferral to see a specialist.

If you want to change primary care physicians or if your primary care physician leaves
the plan, call us at 800-334-5847. We will help you select anew one.

Y our primary care physician will refer you to aspecialist for needed care. When you
receive areferral from your primary care physician, you must return to the primary care
physician after the consultation, unless your primary care physician authorized a certain
number of visits without additional referrals.

The primary care physician must provide or authorize all follow-up care. Do not go to
the specialist for return visits unless your primary care physician givesyou areferral.

The exceptionsto thisare:

1. for true medical emergencies,

2. when another physicianison call for your physician;

3. whenyou self-refer to an Access+ participating specialist (not applicableto
infertility, emergency and urgent care and allergy services, mental health and
substance abuse Access+ specialist care must be provided by an USBHPC provider);
and

4. OB/GY N services provided by an obstetrician/gynecologist or family practitioner
within the same |PA/Medical Group as your primary care physician.

In al other instances, referral to a specialist is done at the primary care physician’s

direction; if non-plan specialists or consultants are required, the primary care physician
will arrange appropriate referrals.

Here are other things you should know about specialty care:

If you need to see a specialist frequently because of achronic, complex or serious
medical condition, your primary care physician will develop atreatment plan with you
that allows an adequate number of direct access visits with that specialist. Your primary
care physician will use our criteriawhen creating your treatment plan.

If you are seeing a specialist when you enroll in our plan, talk to your primary care
physician. Your primary care physician will decide what treatment you need. If he or
she decidesto refer you to aspecialist, ask if you can see your current specialist. If your
current specialist does not participate with us, you must receive treatment from a
specialist who does. We will not pay for you to see a specialist who does not participate
with our plan, unless your primary care physician refers you to anon-plan specialist for a
second opinion.

If you are seeing a specialist and your specialist leaves the plan, call your primary care
physician, who will arrange for you to see another specialist. Y ou may receive services
from your current specialist until we can make arrangements for you to see someone el se.

If you have a chronic or disabling condition and lose access to your specialist because
We:

— terminate our contract with your specialist for other than cause;

— drop out of the Federal Employees Health Benefits (FEHB) Program and you enroll
in another FEHB plan; or

— reduce our service areaand you enroll in another FEHB plan;

you may be able to continue seeing your specialist for up to 90 days or when clinically
appropriate after you receive notice of the change. Contact us or, if we drop out of the
program, contact your new plan.

If you arein the second or third trimester of pregnancy and you lose access to your
specialist based on the above circumstances, you can continue to see your specialist until
the end of your postpartum care, eveniif it is beyond the 90 days. Contact usto
coordinate care for these types of cases.

If there is a question about your diagnosis or if additional information concerning your
condition would be helpful in determining the most appropriate plan of treatment, your
primary care physician will, upon request, refer you to another physician for a second
medical opinion. If you are requesting a second opinion about care you received from
your primary care physician, a physician within the sasme Medica Group\IPA as your
primary care physician will provide the second opinion. If you are requesting a second
opinion about care received from a specialist, any plan specialist of the same equivalent
specialty may provide the second opinion. All second consultations must be authorized
by us.

Y our plan primary care physician or specialist will make necessary hospital arrangements
and supervise your care. Thisincludes admission to askilled nursing or other type of
facility.

If you are in the hospital when your enrollment in our plan begins, call our member
service department immediately at 800-334-5847. |If you are new to the FEHB Program,
we will arrange for you to receive care.

If you changed from another FEHB plan to us, your former plan will pay for the hospital
stay until:

Y ou are discharged, not merely moved to an alternative care center;
The day your benefits from your former plan run out; or
The 92" day after you become amember of this plan, whichever happens first.

These provisions apply only to the benefits of the hospitalized person.

Under certain extraordinary circumstances, such as natural disasters, we may haveto
delay your services or we may be unable to provide them. In that case, we will make all
reasonable efforts to provide you with the necessary care.

Y our primary care physician has authority to refer you for most services. For certain
services, however, your physician must obtain approval from us. Before giving approval,
we consider if the serviceis covered, medically necessary, and follows generally
accepted medical practice.

Y our primary care physician must obtain a preauthorization from usfor; (1) selected
drugs and drug dosages which require prior authorization for medical necessity, (2)
growth hormone therapy (GHT) (3) organ transplants and (4) bone marrow transplants.

Section 4. Your costsfor covered services

You must sharethe cost of some services. You are responsible for:

- Copayments

- Coinsurance

Your out-of-pocket maximum
for coinsurance and copayments

2002 Access+

A copayment is afixed amount of money you pay to the provider, facility, pharmacy,
etc., when you receive services.

Example: When you see your primary care physician you pay a copayment of $10 per
officevisit.

Coinsuranceisthe percentage of our allowable fee that you must pay for your care.

Example: In our plan, you pay 50% of our allowance for infertility services or durable
medical equipment.

After your copayments and your percentage of allowable charges for medical and

surgical servicestotal $1,000 per person or $2,000 per family enrollment in any calendar
year, you do not have to pay any more for covered services. However, the following
services do not count toward your out-of-pocket maximum, and you must continue to pay
copayments for these services:

1. your prescription drugs
2. infertility services
3. the Access+ self-referral specialty visit copayments.

For mental health and substance abuse benefits you pay $1,000 in copayments or
coinsurance for a Self Only enrollment or $2,000 for a Self and Family enroliment. After
that you do not have to make any further payments the rest of the year for authorized
treatment or services. However, you must continue to pay copayments for prescription
drugs.

Be sure to keep accurate records of your copayments and coinsurances since you are
responsible for informing us when you reach the maximum.

Hearing services (testing, treatment, and supplies)

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What isa medical emergency?

A medical emergency isthe sudden and unexpected onset of a condition or aninjury that you believe endangers your life or
could result in seriousinjury or disability, and requiresimmediate medical or surgical care. Some problems are emergencies
because, if not treated promptly, they might become more serious; examples include deep cuts and broken bones.

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5 OPM will review your disputed claim request and will use the information it collects from you and us to decide
whether our decisionis correct. OPM will send you afinal decision within 60 days. There are no other administrative
appeals.

(5] If you do not agree with OPM’ s decision, your only recourse isto sue. If you decide to sue, you must file the suit
against OPM in federal court by December 31 of the third year after the year in which you received the disputed
services, drugs or supplies or from the year in which you were denied precertification or prior approval. Thisisthe
only deadline that may not be extended.

OPM may disclose the information it collects during the review process to support their disputed claim decision. This
information will become part of the court record.

Section 9. Coordinating benefitswith other coverage

When you have other health Y ou must tell usif you are covered or afamily member is covered under another
coverage group health plan or have automobile insurance that pays health care expenses
without regard to fault. Thisis called “double coverage.”

When you have double coverage, one plan normally paysits benefitsin full as
the primary payer and the other plan pays areduced benefit as the secondary
payer. We, like other insurers, determine which coverage is primary according
to the National Association of Insurance Commissioners' guidelines.

When we are the primary payer, we will pay the benefits described in this
brochure.

When we are the secondary payer, we will determine our allowance. After the
primary plan pays, we will pay what isleft of our allowance, up to our regular
benefit. We will not pay more than our allowance.

The coordination of benefits provision does not apply to the Prescription Drug
Benefit

- What is Medicare? Medicareis aHealth Insurance Program for:
— People 65 years of age and older.
— Some people with disabilities, under 65 years of age.

— People with End-Stage Renal Disease (permanent kidney failure requiring
dialysisor atransplant).

Medicare hastwo parts:

- The Original Medicare The original Medicare plan (Original Medicare) is available everywhere in the
Plan United States. It isthe way everyone used to get Medicare benefits and isthe
way most people get their Medicare Part A and Part B benefits now. Y ou may
go to any doctor, specialist, or hospital that accepts Medicare. The Original
Medicare plan paysits share and you pay your share. Some things are not
covered under Original Medicare, like prescription drugs.

When you are enrolled in Original Medicare along with this plan, you still need
to follow the rulesin this brochure for us to cover your care. Y our care must
continue to be authorized by your plan primary care physician.

We will not waive any of our copayments or coi nsurances.

Y our enrollment ends, unless you cancel your enrollment, or
Y ou are afamily member no longer eligible for coverage.

Y ou may be eligible for spouse equity coverage or Temporary Continuation of

Coverage.
- Spouseequity coverage If you are divorced from afederal employee or annuitant, you may not continue
to get benefits under your former spouse’s enrollment. But, you may be
eligible for your own FEHB coverage under the spouse equity law. If you are
recently divorced or are anticipating adivorce, contact your ex-spouse’ s
employing or retirement office to get Rl 70-5, the Guide to Federal Employees
Health Benefits Plans for Temporary Continuation of Coverage and Former
Spouse Enrollees, or other information about your coverage choices.

- Temporary Continuation

If [ f i if I I
of Coverage (TCC) you leave federal service, or if you lose coverage because you no longer

qualify as afamily member, you may be eligible for Temporary Continuation
of Coverage (TCC). For example, you can receive TCC if you are not able to
continue your FEHB enrollment after you retire, if you lose your job, if you are
acovered dependent child and you turn 22 or marry, etc.

Y ou may not elect TCC if you are fired from your federal job due to gross
misconduct.

Enrollingin TCC. GettheRI 79-27, which describes TCC, and the Rl 70-5,
the Guide to Federal Employees Health Benefits Plans for Temporary
Continuation of Coverage and Former Spouse Enrollees, from your employing
or retirement office or fromwww.opm.gov/insure. It explainswhat you have to
do to enroll.
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Converting to individual You may convert to anon-FEHB individual policy if:
coverage
- Your coverage under TCC or the spouse equity law ends (If you canceled
your coverage or did not pay your premium, you cannot convert);

- You decided not to receive coverage under TCC or the spouse equity law;
or

- Youarenot eligible for coverage under TCC or the spouse equity law.

If you leave federal service, your employing office will notify you of your right
to convert. You must apply in writing to us within 31 days after you receive
thisnotice. However, if you are afamily member who is losing coverage, the
employing or retirement office will not notify you. Y ou must apply in writing
to uswithin 31 days after you are no longer eligible for coverage.

Y our benefits and rates will differ from those under the FEHB Program;
however, you will not have to answer questions about your health, and we will
not impose awaiting period or limit your coverage due to pre-existing

conditions.
Getting a Certificate of Group The Health Insurance Portability and Accountability Act of 1996 (HIPAA) isa
Health Plan Coverage Federal law that offers limited federal protections for health coverage

availability and continuity to people who lose employer group coverage. |f you
leave the FEHB Program, we will give you a Certificate of Group Health Plan
Coverage that indicates how long you have been enrolled with us. Y ou can use
this certificate when getting health insurance or other health care coverage.

Y our new plan must reduce or eliminate waiting periods, limitations, or
exclusions for health related conditions based on the information in the
certificate, aslong as you enroll within 63 days of losing coverage under this
plan. If you have been enrolled with usfor less than 12 months, but were
previously enrolled in other FEHB plans, you may also request a certificate
from those plans.

Welcome to the club!

76% of Americans believe they will never need long term care, but the facts are
that about half of them will. Andit’snot just the old folks. About 40% of
people needing long term care are under age 65. They may need chronic care
dueto a serious accident, a stroke, or developing multiple sclerosis, etc.

We hope you will never need long term care, but everyone should have a plan
just in case. Many people now consider long term care insurance to be vital to
their financial and retirement planning.

Yes, it can be very expensive. A year in anursing home can exceed $50,000.
Home care for only three 8- hour shifts aweek can exceed $20,000 ayear. And
that’ s before inflation!

Long term care can easily exhaust your savings. Long term care insurance can
protect your savings.

Not FEHB. Look at the " Not covered' blocksin sections 5(a) and 5(c) of your
FEHB brochure. Health plans don’t cover custodial care or astay in an assisted
living facility or a continuing need for a home health aide to help you get in and
out of bed and with other activities of daily living. Limited staysin skilled
nursing facilities can be covered in some circumstances.

Medicare only covers skilled nursing home care (the highest level of nursing
care) after a hospitalization for those who are blind, age 65 or older or fully
disabled. It also hasa 100 day limit per year.

Medicaid coverslong term care for those who meet their state’ s poverty
guidelines, but has restrictions on covered services and where they can be
received. Long term careinsurance can provide choices of care and preserve
your independence.

Employees will get more information from their agencies during the LTC open
enrollment period in the late summer/early fall of 2002.

Retirees will receive information at home.

When you can join
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The Department of Defense/FEHB Demonstration Project allows some active
and retired uniformed service members and their dependentsto enroll in the
FEHB Program. The demonstration will last for three years and began with the
1999 open season for the year 2000. Open season enrollments will be effective
January 1, 2002. DoD and OPM have set up some special procedures to
implement the Demonstration Project, noted below. Otherwise, the provisions
described in this brochure apply.

DoD determineswho is eligible to enroll in the FEHB Program. Generally, you
may enroll if:

You are an active or retired uniformed service member and are eligible for
Medicare;

Y ou are adependent of an active or retired uniformed service member and
are eligible for Medicare;
You are aqualified former spouse of an active or retired uniformed service
member and you have not remarried; or
Y ou are asurvivor dependent of adeceased active or retired uniformed
service member; and
Y ou livein one of the geographic demonstration areas.
If you are eligible to enroll in a plan under the regular Federal Employees Health
Benefits Program, you are not eligible to enroll under the DoD/FEHBP
Demonstration Project.

Y ou may enroll under the FEHB/DoD Demonstration Project during the 2001
open season, November 12, 2001, through December 10, 2001. Y our coverage
will begin January 1, 2002. DoD has set-up an Information Processing Center
(IPC) in lowato provide you with information about how to enroll. 1PC staff
will verify your eligibility and provide you with FEHB Program information,
plan brochures, enrollment instructions and forms. The toll-free phone number
for the IPC is 877-DOD-FEHB (877-363-3342).

Y ou may select coverage for yourself (Self Only) or for you and your family
(Self and Family) during the 2001 open season. Y our coverage will begin
January 1, 2002.

If you become eligible for the DoD/FEHB Demonstration Project outside of
open season, contact the IPC to find out how to enroll and when your coverage
will begin.

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See Section 11, FEHB Facts; it explains temporary continuation of coverage
(TCC). Under this DoD/FEHB Demonstration Project the only individual
eligible for TCC is one who ceases to be eligible as a“member of family” under
your self and family enrollment. This occurswhen achild turns 22, for
example, or if you divorce and your spouse does not qualify to enroll as an
unremarried former spouse under title 10, United States Code. For these
individuals, TCC begins the day after their enrollment in the DoD/FEHB
Demonstration Project ends. TCC enrollment terminates after 36 months or the
end of the Demonstration Project, whichever occursfirst. You, your child, or
another person must notify the IPC when afamily member loses eligibility for
coverage under the DoD/FEHB Demonstration Project.

TCC isnot available if you move out of a DoD/FEHB Demonstration Project
area, you cancel your coverage, or your coverage isterminated for any reason.
TCC is not available when the demonstration project ends.

The 31-day extension of coverage and right to convert do not apply to the
DoD/FEHB Demonstration Project.
